Some words of welcome from 
the International Office
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Cologne is one of Germany’s oldest cities: More than 2000 years ago the 
Romans founded a settlement “Colonia Claudia Ara Agrippinensum”. In the 
Middle Ages the city developed into a flourishing trading centre, with the 
Rhine playing a vital role as a major route between the Alps and the North 
Sea. Nowadays about one million people live in Cologne, over an area of 
400 square kilometres. This makes Cologne the largest city in the Federal 
Land of North-Rhine/Westphalia, and the fourth largest city in Germany.
The city’s best known landmark is the Cathedral, with a height of 156 
metres. It is a masterpiece of High Gothic, and one of the largest cathedrals 
in Europe. Cologne is also well known for its many Romanesque churches 
and its picturesque old town, adjoining the Cathedral from the south.

For lovers of the arts and culture Cologne has a lot to offer: 40 museums, 
100 private galleries, 40 private and municipal theatres, the opera house 
and philharmonic concert hall, as well as a musicals venue. Ten radio and 
television stations and 400 media production firms have given Cologne its 
well-deserved reputation as Germany’s media metropolis. Keen sport fans 
can look forward to football, horse-racing, cycle races, ice hockey, basketball 
and the Cologne Marathon.

Once a year Cologne celebrates the “fifth season of the year”, the Cologne 
Carnival. Cologne is then in a state of emergency; you will see jesters in 
colourful outfits running through the streets, celebrating, singing and 
dancing, up until Ash Wednesday, the beginning of Lent. The drink of 
season is the city’s own beer, “Kölsch” which may only allowed be brewed 
in Cologne.

VISA

Students may enter Germany from the following countries without a 
visa:
EU citizens 
Andorra
Australia
Honduras
Iceland
Israel
Japan
Canada
Republic of Korea
Liechtenstein
Monaco
New Zealand
Norway
San Marino
Switzerland
USA

Students from these countries need a valid passport or identity card. 
Within three months you must apply to the aliens’ registration office for a 
residence permit for study purposes.

All other international students must apply to the German embassy in their 
home country for a visa prior to their arrival in Germany. You will need the 
letter of admission from Cologne University of Applied Sciences for your 
application.

In no case should you enter Germany with a visitor’s 
visa. It is not possible to convert this into a study visa!

Customs

You may bring your usual luggage (e.g. clothes, books, laptop) with you 
into Germany without any customs formalities. There are certain regulations 
governing the value and amount of gifts, coffee, tobacco and food. You will 
find further details on import regulations for students (also in German and 
French) here: 

HEALTH INSURANCE

All foreign students must furnish proof of adequate health insurance 
applicable in Germany when they enrol at Cologne University of Applied 
Sciences. For those who have to, or wish to, take out insurance in Germany, 
there are both state and private health insurance companies.

Foreign students who are admitted to Cologne University of Applied 
Sciences for a full or partial study course (e.g. ERASMUS programme) can 
generally be covered under the statutory health insurance funds. The 
premium is at present about 58 € per month. The duration of insurance 
is limited to 14 subject-related semesters, and expires with the 30th 
year of age. Students on the preparatory course, visiting academics and 
participants in preparatory German courses can not be insured with a 
statutory health insurance fund.

There exist social insurance agreements between the EU member states. 
Consequently health insurance cover provided by these countries can be 
recognised. For your existing health insurance from these countries to be 
recognised you need a “European Health Insurance Card” (previously form 
E 111 or E 128) from the health insurance fund in your home country. With 
this you can apply to any statutory health insurance fund.

These offices will issue you a certificate confirming recognition of your 
existing insurance. Please bring this with you when you enrol. They will also 
give you a health insurance certificate or an insurance card with which you 
can go to the doctor’s if you fall ill.

Alternatively students can be exempted from the obligation to take out 
insurance if they have taken out adequate insurance cover for Germany in 
their home country. In this case, as soon as you arrive you must submit an 
application for exemption to a German statutory health insurance fund. 
Confirmation of the exemption must be submitted when you register.

Please note: Exemption from the obligation to insure in 
Germany may not be revoked for the whole duration of 
your stay in Germany.

If you cannot be insured with a statutory health insurance fund then 
you must take out a policy with a private health insurance company. 
Deutsches Studentenwerk (German student services) has arranged a 
favourable tariff with a private insurance company. Details can be obtained 
from Kölner Studentenwerk (Cologne student services) :

Accommodation

Please arrange accommodation as early as possible, as reasonably priced 
accommodation in Cologne is in short supply. Cologne University of 
Applied Sciences does not undertake to find rooms. The allocation of 
rooms in student halls of residence is made by Kölner Studentenwerk. 
The International Office will however assist you in your search for 
accommodation.

Rooms in student halls of accommodation

The simplest and often cheapest kind of accommodation is in a student 
hall of residence. There are 84 student halls in Cologne, administered by 
Kölner Studentenwerk, as well as many privately run halls.

If you are interested in a hall of residence run by Kölner Studentenwerk you 
can find detailed information about the various halls under www.kstw.de 
(under „Wohnen”).

Please note that, due to the enormous demand for 
rooms in halls of residence, an application is no 
guarantee that you will actually be allocated a place.

Registering with the City of Cologne

If you are staying longer than three months in Germany you must 
report your residence to the Cologne residents’ registration office 
(Einwohnermeldeamt) when you arrive in Germany. You must inform the 
residents’ registration office of any change in the place of residence within 
one week.

The following documents are required for residents’ registration:

• registration form
• a valid passport
• the name and address of the landlord (if appropriate, the rental 	
  ageement/subtenancy agreement)

Centre in the city centre, or at the registration offices in the city districts..

Reporting to the aliens’ registration office 
(Ausländeramt)

All foreign students who are staying for longer than three months require 
a residence permit for the duration of their stay. The aliens’ registration 
office is responsible for issuing this permit.

For all students from EU countries it suffices if they apply to the district 
aliens’ registration office within three months of their entry into Germany. 
No administrative fees are charged.
You can find the exact address of the relevant district alien’s registration 
office here:

All other international students must apply for a residence permit after 
they have entered the country (upon expiry of the visa). The residence 
permit is valid for one year and must be renewed every year for a further 
year. Please make an appointment in advance with the aliens’ registration 
office responsible for your district.

You must bring the following documents when you register:

• a valid passport (with your visa, if applicable)
• 1 biometric passport photo (35x45 mm)
• application form
• certificate of registration with the City of Cologne
• certificate of enrolment of Cologne University of Applied Sciences
• proof of health insurance
• proof of financial resources

Bank account

You need a current account with a German credit institution, so that the 
semester fee, tuition fee and your rent can all be paid by direct debit.

Basically you can open a current account with any bank or savings bank.
Before you open your account you should ask what documents are 
required, as some banks require more documents than others. However, 
usually the following documents are required::

• a valid passport
• a certificate of enrolment of Cologne University of Applied Sciences
• certificate of registration with the City of Cologne

Some credit institutions also ask to see your residence permit or visa.

If you do not yet have a bank account but want to transfer money, you can 
pay the cash into any bank and use a transfer order form. For this you will 
have to pay a fee, which varies from bank to bank.

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Enrolling with Cologne University of Applied 
Sciences

With the letter of admission of Cologne University of Applied Sciences you 
will receive all the information you need in order to enrol. Please follow the 
instructions and bring all the necessary documents with you so that you 
can obtain your student identity card (the so-called MultiCa) as quickly as 
possible.

Once you have enrolled you will receive a temporary certificate of 
enrolment which also serves as a travel pass for all public transport in the 
Rhine Sieg transport system (VRS). With it you can use buses and trains 
within the transport system for a whole semester (you can also take your 
bicycle). 

You will find quick information about the timetable here:

After two weeks you will receive your certificate of enrolment and a request 
to pay the semester fee. You will then have to validate the MultiCa in the 
relevant machine.
	

Important: If you are studying at Cologne University of 
Applied Sciences for more than one semester you must 
report back for the next semester without being asked.

When you go to see a doctor always take your insurance card with 
you. In addition, you will have to pay a consultation charge of 10 €. This 
consultation charge is only payable to the same doctor once a quarter. If 
you have to see a different doctor within the same three months then you 
will need a referral slip from the previous doctor. With the referral slip you 
won‘t have to pay the consultation charge again.
 

If you become ill in the evening or at the weekend you can find out which 
doctor is on standby by calling the following numbers:
